Thewinter bath facilities are placed under thewooden deck
faring southwest A terace sumounds the entire building.

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MATERIALITY

MOSAIC ART FLOOR
The entire floor will be covered by black and white
ceramic mesaic with motifs created by HuskMitNavn.

GLASSWALLS
The extenior facade 25 well as the walls in the sauna area
is full height clear glass panels. All vertical walls are ei-
ther transparent or mirmoring creating the perception of
an endless space.

MIRRORWALLS
The walls to the rooms requiring privacy are made of full
height mirror panels. The finish of doors, built in cabins
and so0 on is alsc miroring.
