Dear Technical and Environmental Administration,

Please accept this letter as the Australian Ernbassy's formal application to seek permission for the installation
of a memorial stone in Churchillsparken in @sterbro for the purpose of commemorating Australian servicemen
who are interred in Denmark, including those who died in support of Denmark’s liberation during the Second
World War.

Background

During the Second World War, several rnembers of Lhe Royal Australian Airforce lost their lives flying missions
over Denmark. While we know that 68 airman lie buried around Denmark with the largest group at Esbjerp
Cemetery, we are also aware that many servicemen lost their lives over Danish waters and have not been
interred. An Australian soldier of the First World War who died while returning home after the war, is also
interred in West Copenhagen Cemetery.

This proposed monument would be the only monument in Copenhagen attesting the combined sacrifices
made by the Australian servicemen.

The ties between our countries are conlinuously growing stronger. Qur armed forces are involved in many of
the same conflicts around the world, fighting to protect our shared values of peace, democracy and freadom.
While the geographical distance between our two countries is great, our peoples are closer than ever before.
More than 60,000 Australian claim Danish heritage and Australia welcomes Danish exchange students and
tourists every yaar. We have strong business ties and through the Crown Princess, Denmark will have a former
Australian as queen.

A monument would not only honour the memory of those Australians who sacrificed their lives in support of
the liberation of Denmarlk, but would also stand as a testament to the strength of the relationship between
our countries and our shared values. Placing the monument in the capital of Denmark would be an important
gesture,

Financing details of the monument have been (inalised with the total cast for the development and installation

astimated to be a maximum of DKK 155,000 including moms. The development and installation cost has been
funded by the Embassy.




Location:

It is proposed that the stone will be located at the north-eastern cornar ot the new Museum of the Danish
Resistance in Churchillsparken in ¢sterbro, denoted with a red circle on the map (see Altachment A}, The area
is close Lo Sj@fands Revelin, where the Damsh monument to the Allied fallen during the Second World War
stand. fucthermare, Churchillsparken also contains several other installations relating to internarional
conflicts of the 20" century. The locanon of the Museurn of Lhe Danish Resistance also compliments the
proposed focation of the memorial stone, as many missions flown were in direct support of the Danish
resistance.

Specification of materials and text:

The installation is being devaloped with the following specifications:
* Black pranite with polished surfaces and rough sides. Black polished granite is often used in
memorial stones as the surface becomes reflective, which adds to the solemn atmosphere.
The monument will alse be sloped to drain any rain.
* Measuremenls: length 140 cm, width 90 cm and depth 50 cm, with a sloped surface of 20
degrees.
e The lettering will be engraved with gold in ANTIKVA font.
o The stone will be engraved wilh Lhe Golden Wattle {Australia’s national flower)
» The logos of the Royal Australian Airforce and the Australian Army will also be included as
inlays casted in bronze.
The stone will be graffiti-treated.
The texl will read:

This stone stands in mermoriat to Austi alian Servicemen of the First and Second Wortd wars who are at resl
in Danisb soil.

Their valiant sacrifice stands testament 1o the common devolion ko reedom and democracy thal eur nations
share.

They shall grow not old, os we that are ieff grow ola;
Age shall not weary them, nor the yenrs condemn.
At the gomg down of the sun and in the morning

we will recmember them.
