Orientering om invitation til kick-off af STRING’s GREAT-
projekt om udvikling af korridor for alternative drivmidler

Baggrund

Kobenhavn er medlem af det grenseregionale STRING-samarbejde,
hvis formdl er at udvikle korridoren fra Hamborg til Kebenhavn og
Skéne i sammenhzng med ctablering af Femernforbindelsen.

STRING har igangsat et feiles GREAT-projekt (Green REgion with
Alternative fuels for Transport). Formalet er at fremme gron transport
pa tveers af landegrenserne i korridoren og dermed bidrage til CO2-
reduktion. GREAT skaber en sammenhangende korridor fra Hamborg
via Kgbenhavn og Skane til Oslo for grenne drivmidler. Der opsa®ttes
70 el-ladestandere og 3 gas-stationer i korridoren, heraf en el-
ladestander i Kabenhavns Kommune (Bispebjerg).

For Kabenhavn skaber projektet bedre vilkér for bade person- og
varebiler pa el og gas, der benyttes i korridoren. Den centrale effekt
er, at borgere og virksomheder kan forbindes med andre byer i
korridoren ved brug af grenne drivmidler. Denne mulighed findes ikke
andre steder i EU og er i dag kun muligt ved brug af fossile
brazndstoffer.

GREAT-projektet bidrager til indfrielse af Kebenhavns mélsetning
om at blive verdens farste CO2-neutrale hovedstad i 2025 og
understotter EU’s og nationale mélsztninger om CO2-reduktion.

EU’s Connecting European Facilities (CEF) har i juli 2015 bevilliget 7
mio EUR (ca. 52 mio. kr.) til projektet. Kebenhavn deltager med
arbejdstid i perioden 2015-2019.
